All documents should be sent before the deadline (for spring term – 15 December; for fall term – 15 June) to the Department for Scientific Research and International Relations duly signed and stamped by the Home Institution.

For staff mobility, the Teaching Programme or the Training Programme (to be found on www.erasmusplus.uni.opole.pl) should be discussed and prearranged with the particular Departmental Coordinator. 

The students are guided by Departmental Coordinators for didactic issues as well as by the Department for Scientific Research and International Relations for practical issues like registration, residence permit, student ID, transportation options, accommodation, etc.
