Credit system Peraturan Rektor Tentang Peraturan Pendidikan Universitas Airlangga No. 
51 Tahun 2018, Article 34 (1) specifies Universitas Airlangga gradings as 
follows. 
Student’s Activity 
a. One (1) hour, a scheduled face to face meeting with the lecturer; for 

example a lecture; 
b. One (1) hour, a structured academic activity, which is an unscheduled 

learning activity, but planned by lecturer, for example in a form of 
homework, problems solving, responsiveness activity, off-class task, 
and other-kinds; 

c. One (1) hour, an independent learning activity, which is conducted by 
the students independently to deepen, prepare, or other academic 
purposes, for example in the form of reading reference books.
